· Super Rich Text Editor
I did this in Yahoo! Taiwan's first Hack Day in Feb. 9th 2007. With this editor, developers could easily manage the data feeds, and users could easily choose the data from all kinds of services. It really realizes the concept of User Generated Content and makes it simpler. 
· AJAX Grid
AJAX Grid is the first prototype I tried to use plenty of AJAX technology. Since I've the experience of ASP.NET, I want to develop something like Data Grid and more easily to ease.

· AJAX Uploader
I implemented this before the YUI connection manager providing uploading feature. The technology I use is what we called piggy back tricks. By the means of HTTP 204 No Content, I uploaded the file without server's response. But server would write the related information into cookies. My JavaScript would also detect for the change of cookies. That's how I achieved this implementation.
